If you’re aiming to develop creative, curious, resilient learners who aren’t afraid to fail, The Dramatic Enquiry may be just the strategy you’re looking for. The Dramatic Enquiry is a unique approach to developing creative and transferable thinking skills, forming the basis of a broad and balanced curriculum. It is a distinct fusion of philosophy for children (P4C) and drama in education that encourages a motivated and questioning classroom. It will appeal to anybody who believes that children should play the leading roles in their own learning experience.

The Dramatic Enquiry offers an active, collaborative, reflective, whole group, creative learning experience that provides structure to learners’ natural instinct to use play to make sense of the world. The practice draws inspiration from the worlds of drama and philosophy for children.

P4C acknowledges that children are innate philosophers. It provides a support structure that aims to develop the skills and dispositions that will help learners to think philosophically through group discussion about issues that they themselves choose. It encourages the development of questioning, reason and objectivity within a facilitator led structure that celebrates a collaborative approach through the ‘community of enquiry.’ 

Drama essentially honours children’s own experience of the world above everything else. It provides a magical ‘what if?’ allowing children to test their understandings within group generated fictions, supporting the creation of new meanings. It is widely recognised, fun and accessible teaching and learning medium that will accommodate all learning styles and preferences. 

The Dramatic Enquiry brings the practices together towards the development of essential thinking skills from within the safety of imagined, dramatic worlds. Once immersed in the drama, learners are challenged to actively engage with philosophical ideas in order to solve compelling dilemmas that require their immediate attention. At one level, this requires the simultaneous application of critical thinking and emotional intelligence in a way that reflects real life experience. At another level, it provides learners with all the tools of the theatre to make sense of the dilemma including metaphor, distance, time and space.
